RULES (these rules apply to all Abbey Dressage unaffiliated competitions): 

1. Entries close 7 days prior to the competition 
2. Entries will only be accepted with the correct fee (cheques made payable to G M Hemming). 
3. Times: For Sunday competitions - previous Thursday and for Weds evening competitions - previous Monday. 

Either  text 07775 840808 between 7pm and 8pm or see our web site abbeydressage.co.uk. Times not 

collected will be allocated to the ‘waiting list’ 
4. Hard hats that comply with current BS standards must be worn at all times when mounted. 
5. No haynets outside lorries or trailers. Please pick up droppings from car parking area. 
6. Abbey Dressage accept no responsibility for accident or injury to riders, horses, spectators or any property 

whatsoever. 
7. The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry, cancel a class, withhold a prize or disqualify a competitor for 

any reason they deem necessary. 
8. Entry fees cannot be refunded on late cancellations. Part entry fee refunded only on production of a vet/doctors 

certificate. THIS WILL BE STRICTLY ADHERED TO. 

9. British Dressage rules apply. 
10. No lungeing. 
11. Please state clearly on your entry form which class section you are entering. Those not completed will 

automatically be put in the Professional section and cannot be changed. You must also include a contact phone 
number on your entry form. 

12. Dogs must remain in the lorry park and  be on a lead at all times.  No dogs allowed in any public areas or 

around the arenas. Can you please ensure that you also clean up after them.  
13. NB: Qualifiers have different criteria and different opening and closing dates. Please check on the relevant web 

site for details. It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure they are eligible. 
OPEN AND RESTRICTED - To be eligible for the restricted section the Horse & Rider combination must NEVER have  

WON any dressage competition. COMPETITORS MAY STAY IN THE SAME SECTION FOR THE DURATION OF THE SERIES. 
PROFESSIONAL – Group 6 & above BD riders, BE Intermediate riders and BHSI,  
PICK AND MIX CLASSES - Competitors may ride as many tests as they wish in each class (each test being a separate 

entry) For competitors who ride more than one test in a class, only their highest score will count for placing.  If entries 
permit the class will be split. 
ABBEY DRESSAGE WALK/TROT TESTS - 20x60m tests. Available on our web site 

 
Horse/Rider combinations will be awarded points throughout the series, which will go towards  prizes for 1

st
 to 

3
rd

 in  Restricted and Open sections.   Point standings will be displayed on the notice board at eeaacchh event. 

 
ARENAS - There are 3 arenas in use so classes will normally run concurrently to reduce waiting times. Warm up on 25 x 

60m Leisureride surface and tests will run on the 60 metre outdoor Ecotrack surface and 40 metre indoor Protrack 
surface. However, during winter months, evening competitions will be run consecutively indoors only until daylight allows 
otherwise.

DIRECTIONS: Abbey Dressage and Fiddington House Farm is only 2 miles from J9 of the M5. 
From J9 of M5: turn right at first roundabout following signs to A46 Evesham. After second set of traffic lights 
and just before road goes over railway bridge turn right towards Fiddington. Abbey Dressage is approx. 1.5 
miles on right hand side. 

From Gloucester: take A38 (Gloucester to Tewkesbury Road). At the Odessa pub traffic lights turn right to 
Treddington. Take first left (after Countrywide store) to Fiddington. Abbey Dressage is on left after first bridge 
over the motorway. 

All arenas are available to hire along with the additional hire of show jumps or working hunter jumps if required.  

Tuition is available at all levels for flatwork or jumping as well as short term livery and training packages
